Jenny handed the team the programs for the PIA awards and details of the event.

Promise in Action Aways for Exceptional Youth Volunteers

· Food:  The soup kitchen is providing the food; however, utensils and plates are not already included.  

· Buffet

· Maria will take care of the tablecloths, utensils, cups, plates, and napkins, and balloons from BJ’s.  Balloons will need to be blown up and could possibly be done at iParty
· Jenny will confirm with Mark whether we have dessert and coffee included.  Chances are that they are not, so if that is the case, we will put cookies and coffee out.

· Soda, included?

· Jenny will also confirm with Mark whether the kitchen has warmers, or if they will need the Fruth Center’s kitchen.

· Registration:  There will be a registration table set up inside the gym.  The team is asked to be at the Fruth Center by 4pm to help set up the tables, chairs, and table cloths. 

· Program Timeline:  Heather is asked to begin the night with an overview of Brockton’s Promise and the goal of the PIA awards, however, if Mark is willing, this duty will change. 

· Next, the Mayor will be introduced and he will say a few remarks.  Trisha will confirm the window of time that the Mayor and Superintendent will be needed (6:15-6:45pm).  The team would like him to talk about his support for volunteering and how volunteering activities is a great way to keep kids in school.

· The Superintendent will say a few words, as well.  

· Something along how schools are supporting volunteering efforts

· Dinner will served (7pm)

· Awards (7:30pm).  The Mayor will hand out the certificates to each nominee.   Trisha  will be with him to hand them out and confirm the order.  Jenny will place the medallion on each nominee.

· Website – Our hope is that enough youth mappers will show up to the event.  Unfortunately, Sarah Stewart had a meeting where only 2 of the 17 showed.  She mentioned that 5 RSVP to the dinner, however, because of the poor showing, she is unsure if they will actually show up.  Maria suggested that we offer them a gift certificate, but the group agreed that it is beyond our goals to give them something when we are already trying to honor them.  Trisha suggested that we tell them prior that they will be honored at the event, with the Mayor, to receive certificates. The team should still have two extra tables in case and we can find a way to include the ones that do show.  Trisha suggested that they stand with Heather during the presentation of the mapping site.

· Heather and Jenny will coordinate a speech to talk about the mapping site

BP Steering Committee Update:

· Heather:  Educational Achievement
· The goal is to be able to measure the successes towards educational achievement when we wrap all the five promises around that issue.  With measurement will come more resources.  Grants will be harder to write for if we cannot provide resulting numbers
· Community Service Learning:  what can Opp. to Help Others do to promote Community Service Learning?  

· There are two sides: 

· Keep Brockton’s Promise community focused

· Our measurement process.  BP wants to be more mindful of measurement outcomes so that we can say that we make a difference beyond what the research tells us about the five promises.  BP would like to show that it actually worked in Brockton.

· Long term: Measure Ed. Achievement through graduation, post secondary achievement, and drop out rates.

· Short term:  progression to next grade level, MCAS scores, attendance.  BP needs a short term measurement outcome to keep each team motivated and see tangible differences that our long term measurements will not show for a couple of years.
· Attendance is something that the community can be involved with

· Sticker shocks

· “No youth allowed during school hours”

· No service to youth during school hours

· Providing things after school that kids would have something to go to school for.

· Best practices – Next meeting
· Target- Specifically, the team can target the WSL list and youth during the transition years
