· Mark suggested local high school football coaches, the Superintendant and the Principal.

· Our keynote speaker should be someone with experience in the field, such as a researcher.  Perhaps, David Shapiro can be an introduction for our keynote speaker, Renee Spencer.

· We will confirm Dr. Mohler-Faria as a backup.

· Criteria

· Nominee must be a mentor for 6 months or more

· Kids and adults can be nominators; Kids can nominate their parents, so long as the parent was not their mentor, but the mentor of another child.  This will avoid creating it into a parenting award

Each nominee can wear a rose or a pin throughout the night so that people recognize their nominations.  A list of nominees will be read at the dinner, as well.

· A certificate will be sent to all nominees.

· There will be one Award and then one Runner-up award based on the criteria in the nomination form.

Recruitment:

· When do we start

· The group should publicize it as another Promise in Action Award

Funding:

· Shanna will ask Sovereign Bank

· Mark will ask BNHC

· The CHNA has a $3000 grant and an application is due the last week in December.  Joanna and Patricia agreed to work on that application. 

· Sponsor Sheets:  Mark proposed that we create a sponsor sheet for new donors that we can send out.  At the dinner we will put the names of those donors (no matter how much they gave) up for display
